The Wondrous Cross

The title comes from the first verse of the Lent

At the final confrontat.
before the Roman Governor Pontius Pilate, Jesus
made no attempt to defend himself, he simply
affirmed what he had been teaching for the

previous three years.

On the cross, Jesus made no attempt to ease his
suffering by retracting any of his claims. Instead he
prayed to his heavenly Father for those who were
punishing him, saying that they knew not what they
were doing. That was wondrous, amazing and
beyond admiration, totally beyond belief.

Earlier, the word beautiful was used about the
Cross. It may seem a strange word to us about a
scene which had more of horror and ugliness in it
than beauty. There was the indifference of the
soldiers and the jeering of the crowds. And the
obvious suffering of Jesus as his life came to its
end.

Pilgrim Gardening Hints
for February

Hello and welcome. Spring is upon us, the days are
lengthening and bulbs fill beds and borders with an
amazing display of colour. Many regard this as the star
of the gardening year, and so we begin what can be a
busy month with our FIVE TOP TIPS FOR MARGCH:
Those Sweetpeas sown in pots last month should now
have germinated, and can have their growing tips
pinched out once they
habit.

Place wire frames over clump forming perennials such
as Phlox. Push in strong canes for the likes of Delphin-
ium to grow to. All will benefit later from this early
support.

Lightly trim and shape winter heathers, using hedge
shears to remove faded flowers.

If you have a stocked pond, start to feed the fish again.
Re-connect submersible pumps and feed plants with a
slow release aquatic fertilizer.

In the greenhouse, clean glass so that seedlings get thi
maximum light. Water and feed resident plants
regularly, and preferably early in the day so that they
dondt stay wet. Ventil at e
disease at by, but continue to close up around mid
afternoon for now.

THE A TO Z OF GARDENING moves on to the letter I,
which is for ICE PLANT. Listed by the RHS as a minor
salad vegetable, it can be used raw or cooked like
spinach. Ice plants thrive in a sunny position on well
drained soil and need protection from frost and slugs.
They have a sprawling habit, succulent, slightly salty
stems and sparkling, fleshy bladder like leaves.
Beetroot, carrot, lettuce, turnip, radish and spring onion
can all be started under cloches towards the end of the
month, and you could try a row or two of onions and
shallots outside so long as conditions are favourable.
Flowering favourites including Ageratum, Allysum,
Stocks and Marigolds can be sown in pot or trays in a
gentle heat of around 15 degrees, (60 Fahrenheit), whi
Lobelis, Zinnia and Nemesia prefer it slightly warmer.
Now on to our promised idepth look at spring pruning
roses: Use sharp secateurs that cut cleanly, and a sma
pruning saw for thicker branches. Always cut back to
just above outward facing buds so that the resulting
%oots grow up and out. Start by removing dead,
iISeased and damaged wood, along with anything that
weak or spindly.
Prune hybrietea, Floribunda and Standard Roses to
within 206 of |l ast years
their blossom bearing side shoots cut back to a
maximum of 3 buds.

The exception is Rambling Roses, which are best

pruned | ater in the yea
flowering.

Give all roses a feed of proprietary fertilizer after
spring pruning.

And why is pruning nece
encourage vigorous, healthy growth so that the plan
will produce plenty of flowers. The removal of exces
sive and unwanted wood allows light and air to get i
and can help to prevent disease.
